Kit Processing an Advanced Distribution Enterprise product

Kit processing for advanced distribution allows the user to sell a kit made up of various items in inventory under a single item number while processing the pick and ship as individual items.  The differentiation between a Bill of Materials and a Kit is that a Bill of Materials is used to consume multiple items while producing a single item before the sales order is taken.  Using a Kit, each component of the kit is maintained separately in inventory until it is sold and picked for shipment.

A single item can be used to define a manufactured item as defined by a bill of materials and a kit item, which is assembled during the picking process.  Many customers may want this flexibility of using both methods since they sometimes pre-build kits and store them as a finished good.  In the case where an item can be processed as a kit and a bill of materials the system will prompt the user at sales order entry time as to which method is to be used.

Features:

Fixed Kit
A fixed kit is set up to consist of a number of different items as well as other kits.  The kit within a kit concept can be used to minimize the complexity of setup.  The price of the kit can be determined by the sum of the items or a fixed price specified at the kit level.

Kit with Optional Items

Optional item groups are set up in a kit to allow the user to choose one of several items in a category when selling the kit.  The price of the kit can be determined by the sum of the items chosen or a fixed price specified at the kit level.

Kit On The Fly

The user can define a kit on the fly from a sales order and store it for future use.

Kit Pricing

A kit’s price is either fixed or cumulative.  A fixed price kit allocates the price of the kit to each component based on the cost of the component as a percentage of the total cost of all components on the kit.  A cumulative price kit simply totals the price of the components to establish the kit price.  Either of these prices are subject to all standard Navision pricing calculations.

Kit Sales

Kit sales are tracked both at the kit and component level.  Kit processing actually posts the components to the Item Ledger.  However, additional fields identify the component item ledger entries as being part of a kit, so they can be tracked individually or as part of a kit.

Kit Explosion

Kit components are exploded at the time the kit is added to a sales order.  However, the components do not appear as a sales order line unless the user selects a view kit components function.

Reporting

Sales Orders printed documents show the Kit and components.   Sales Shipment and Posted Sales Invoice printed documents show only the kit.

Both the Customer Item Status and the Item Status reports can be run to show kit sales separately from regular item sales.
